Category 1 The total weight of the vehicle/s carrying
the load must not exceed 46,000
kilograms and vehicle/s must have at
least 5 axles.

However, this limit can be increased to
50,000 kilograms if the vehicle/s carrying
the load has at least 6 axles.

Category 2 The total weight of the vehicle/s carrying
the load must not exceed 80,000
kilograms and vehicle/s must have at
least 6 axles.

Category 3 The total weight of the vehicle/s carrying
the load must not exceed 150,000
kilograms and vehicle/s must have at
least 6 axles.
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
